· Support Riding Lights Productions in appropriate roles as required, this could include, but not limited to; Production Management, Stage Management, and Touring Technician. 
· Ensure all Riding Lights productions are realised to the highest production standard, working alongside creative teams. 
· Ensure consistency of technical and artistic standards across all Friargate Theatre and Riding Lights productions.
· Ensure all Riding Lights’ technical and production resources are maintained in good repair, reporting concerns to Executive Director. 
· Provide technical support for in-house events and visiting companies.
· Support the safe and effective operation of the building, including compliance with all legal regulations. 
· Prepare risk assessments and contribute to H&S planning for technical and production activity.

· Support company values and ethos in all work
· Travel with the company and work evenings, weekends and irregular hours as required
